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I remember when I first read Capital, this point really struck me, when I started to get 

what Marx was bringing out. It took me about three or four tries to get past the first 

five pages of Volume One of Capital. I would start reading and I would say, "Man, 

this is impossible!--this `Germanic' style and everything else, how the fuck can 

anybody understand this?!" But I knew that in order to do what we had to do people 

had to read Capital and understand it. Not everybody and certainly not all at one time, 

but those of us who saw what had to be done--there weren't other people around who 

were doing what needed to be done, so we had to struggle to learn this so we could 

get it right and then keep on learning while we were doing.  
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
